Non-cash settlement allows both entities to move on independently

fter protracted court battles

over a $90 million termina-

tion fee stemming from their

failed merger, Sony Pictures

Networks India (now Culver
Max Entertainment) and Zee Entertain-
ment Enterprises Ltd decided to resolve
their disputes amicably through a non-
cash settlement, allowing both parties to
move on independently.

On 22 January, Sony terminated the
merger cooperation agreement and the
composite scheme of arrangement origi-
nally signed on 22 December 2021. Sony
immediately sought $90 million (around
3748.5 crore) in termination fees, filing an
appeal with the Singapore International
Arbitration Centre (SIAC). Zee responded
by filing an appeal with the Mumbai
bench of the National Company Law Tri-
bunal (NCLT), contesting Sony’s decision
to call off the merger and disputing the
termination fee. Zee also initiated legal
action to contest the $90 million termina-
tion fee.

A breakthrough was announced on
Tuesday, just a day after Gaurav Banerjee
took over as the new managing director
and CEO of Sony in India. In ajoint state-
ment, the two companiesrevealed
they had reached a “compre-
hensive non-cash settlement,
amicably resolving all dis-
putes”.

Shares of Zee climbed as
much as 15% on the BSE,
before closing at X150.86, up
11.45% from their previous
close. Zee shares have fallen over
40%in the last year that has seen the
acrimonious separation from Sony.

Under their agreement, both compa-
nies will withdraw their claims from SIAC
and end all related legal proceedings in
the NCLT and other forums.

The settlement stems from a mutual understanding between the companies to

independently pursue future growth opportunities, a joint statement read.

FY23 and FY24. In FY24, the company’s
consolidated net profit stood at 3141.43
crore, , while consolidated income was
38,766.48 crore. The company also took
cost-cutting measures, including a 15%

reduction of the workforce.
Sony on Monday appointed Gaurav
Banerjee, former head of Hindi
entertainment at Star India,
after N.P. Singh, who was
with the company for 25
years, stepped down from

the position in May.
Sony’s GEC (general
entertainment channel) rat-
ings have been less than
impressive lately, with the com-
pany having placed too many bets on
non-fiction. Its presence in sports and
regional programming is hardly signifi-
cant and its movie vertical hasn’t ever
made news.

The firm claims it is betting big on its
digital business with the fast growth of its
streaming platform SonyLIV but much of

Sony’s content is available for free on You-
Tube and takes away from paid subscrip-
tions.

Sony had argued that it had to call off
the merger because Zee failed to meet
specific financial thresholds and other
pre-conditions outlined in the agreement.
Despite receiving approval from the
NCLT for the merger on 10 August last
year, the deal collapsed when Zee couldn’t
fulfil the necessary conditions.

“After more than two years of negotia-
tions, we are extremely disappointed that
the closing conditions of the merger were
not satisfied by the end date,” Sony said at
the time, demanding the termination fee.
Zee’sboard denied any “alleged breaches”
and vowed to fight the claim.

Tuesday’s joint statement now closes
the chapter on what could have been
India’s largest media merger, potentially
creating a $10 billion giant.

Holdings Ltd (IIHL)
clarified before the Mumbai
bench of the National Com-
pany Law Tribunal (NCLT) on
Tuesday that following the
takeover of the insolvent Reli-
ance Capital (RCap), the com-
pany will be rebranded under
the ‘IndusInd’ name.

“The Hindujas have no
desire whatsoever to carry on
business under the brand
‘Reliance’. We are anxious that
the transition should be done
as quickly as possible...
because we want to leave this
baggage of using the ‘Reliance’
brand behind,” Venkatesh
Dhond, senior counsel
appearing for the Hindujas,
said.

“However, the implementa-
tion process will take time. In
case ADAVL'’s (Anil Dhirubhai
Ambani Ventures Ltd) con-
cern is that we (Hindujas) will
run the company under the
Reliance brand, it is factually

misconceived,” Dhond added.

Abench led by justices Vir-
endrasingh G. Bisht and Prab-
hat Kumar was hearing a plea
filed by the Anil Dhirubhai
Ambani group seeking to
restrain IIHL from using the
brand name ‘Reliance’.

The bench gave the parties
two days to file written sub-
missions and posted the mat-
ter for hearing on 3 Septem-
ber.

ADAVLisseeking arecall of
a portion of the NCLT’s 27
February order that allowed
ITHL to take over RCap for a
bid worth 39,861 crore. The
portion pertains to Reliance
Capital’s use of the ‘Reliance’
brand. The NCLT has said
ITHL can use the brand for
three years while the resolu-
tion plan is implemented.
“Tomake a transition from
Reliance Insurance, since

there are various other finan-
cial services companies under
Reliance Capital, millions of
policyholders, and galore of
permissions required, every
single product requires Irdai
(Insurance Regulatory and
Development  Authority)
approval. This transition will
have to be across the board,
which will require time. So,
the mark or the brand that will
be used will only be for the
ongoing transition that is tak-
ing place, Dhond added.

The counsel for ADAVL
argued that the implementa-
tion could go on for three years
and that didn’t mean ITHL
could be allowed to use the
brand for free.

ADAVL petitioned before
the court that the agreement
ended on1April this year, and
following the expiry of the
agreement, RCap’sright to use
thebrand has ceased. “Thereis
no provision in law, whether
under the IBC (Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code) or other-
wise by which NCLT can
revive an agreement which has
expired...,” said the counsel for
ADAVL.
